FAQ’s regarding hand scoring of exam results
How does the hand score process work?
The hand score process involves a physical comparison of a candidate's responses against the exam key.  This allows us to take the computer scoring component out of the scoring process to ensure that no computer scoring errors have occurred.  After a hand score is performed, the ABR will report back to you to let you know if any abnormalities are found.  Please note that the procedure is not meant to provide candidates with more detailed feedback.  Rather, it is only meant to determine if there was a computer scoring issue.

Why should I request a hand score?
 The goal of the hand score analysis is to validate that the result assigned to each candidate is the correct result based on the individual responses to questions. While this process was already completed via our automated scoring process (which does include random hand-score checking). A manual review will be done for anyone requesting a hand score.
How close was I to passing? 

We do not disclose individual scores, but the pass/fail statistics from previous years are posted on the website. 
Has anyone’s results ever changed due to a hand score? 
No, we have never changed a result based on hand score.

When will I receive my hand score results letter?
During this process, the ABR’s priority is the accuracy of the outcome, not the speed of its completion.  Please understand that we are not able to predict the exact date that this process will be completed, but we are sensitive to your desire to have a final outcome as quickly as possible.   You will be notified of the outcome of this process as soon as it is available.
